Seeding

The top 32 players who enter from the official WSS Ranking list
will be seeded into position. Should the event not achieve 128
entries the higher ranked seeds will be placed automatically into
the last 64 round and receive a bye in the last 128 round of
matches. Should entries not reach 64 ONLY the top 16 will be
seeded

Logos

Players can wear two of their own logos, one should be placed on
the arm of the shirt. WSS reserves the right to place two logos on
each player if they choose.

The Club

The Club will be open for normal business during this event with
no restrictions on guests or entry. The Snooker rooms will be
reserved only for tournament play.

Practice Tables

There will be no designated practice tables on site in Reading.
Players playing their first match of the event MAY be permitted a
5 minute warm up. This will depend on how matches are
progressing.
